MacMillan, the bard from Castle Leoch in season 1, as we enjoy
'Colum's Rhenish.' As night falls, we’ll immerse ourselves in the
ancient traditions of Samhain at the Samhuinn Fire Fest on Calton
Hill. Our adventure will conclude with a farewell dinner at
Dalhousie Castle, where we can reflect on the unforgettable
moments shared throughout our Outlander-inspired journey!
